Actions already taken include     

assisting with the acquisition of QR 

codes, as well as the application 

process for online voting kits during 

the federal election and assisting in 

cooking a community supper. A  

future workshop regarding the steps 

in accessing the health system will 

be developed between VEQ, the  

Jeffery Hale Community Partners 

and the Jeffery Hale Community 

Services.

Québec. 

Many partnerships with local      

municipalities, organisations and 

schools, initiatives and outings, 

aiming to benefit and serve         

residents of Québec City’s Northern 

perimeter, namely in Shannon and 

St-Gabriel-de-Valcartier, have    

taken place since our opening back 

in January 2020.  

VEQ is now excited to announce the 

opening of its new community 

space situated in the same building 

as our Shannon office in Plaza 

Shannon. We plan on holding     

activities and information sessions, 

and will be open to ideas and needs 

which may be of interest to the   

local English-speaking community.

Dollard-des Ormeaux School 

(DDO), after a year  of restrictions 

on visits and activities. VEQ met

City Podcast project which may be 

of interest to teachers and students 

alike.  

Also, in the spirit of fun and      

Halloween, VEQ offered 120  

pumpkins and gift prizes to VES, 

DDO and senior residents of the 

Habitations de St-Gabriel-de-

Valcartier. Participants happily  

decorated their pumpkins and     

organized raffles to win sumptuous 

Chocolats Favoris prizes.
